Congenital rubella infection  
changes

Case definition has been renamed ‘Congenital Rubella Infection’, with a subcategory of 
‘Congenital Rubella Syndrome’.
Laboratory definitive evidence separated into fetal and infant.
Laboratory suggestive evidence (maternal) reframed as epidemiological evidence and 
separated into 1st trimester versus 2nd/3rd trimester.
Laboratory evidence criteria throughout amended to be consistent with PHLN case 
definition.

New surveillance case definition
Paratyphoid case definition

Reporting

Only confirmed cases should be notified

Confirmed case

A confirmed case requires laboratory definitive evidence only.

Laboratory definitive evidence

Isolation or detection of Salmonella Paratyphi A or S. Paratyphi B (excluding S. Paratyphi B biovar Java) 
or S. Paratyphi C.

Paratyphoid Initial case definition (2015).
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
